A Scenic Location and Historic Location

Fort Howard is a historical 100-acre waterfront
peninsula established in the early 19th century
as a Coast Artillery Site. Once the chief defense
and harbor headquarters for the whole Balti-
more region, the fort was used as a main thor-
oughfare by the British to land 4,700 soldiers,
sailors, and marines in 1814.

The Chesapeake Bay, the Patapsco River, and
Denton Cove make up the backdrop of the Bay-
side campus, and offer breathtaking views of the
waterfront for residents and visitors. Lush trees
and open skies provide a calm and scenic at-
mosphere to residents who enjoy the outdoors
or who simply want pleasant views from their
homes and gathering places.
